1. [Figure 1] - Locate the 12 volt power plug connection

on the right side of the steering wheel console (1)

near the brake pedal.

2. [Figure 2] -  Remove the factory connection (1) from

the accessory power outlet.

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3. [Figure 3] -  Install the factory harness (1) to the

mating connector of key switched power harness (2). 

4. Install the opposite end of the key switched power

harness to the 12 V power outlet (3). 

5. Carefully secure the wires and harness in the console

with a cable tie.

6. [Figure 4] - Route the cable (1) along the right-

outside edge of floor mat towards the control console. 

7. Lift up the floor mat and tuck the cable underneath all

the way to the base of the right armrest console.
